More School Districts Announce
Their Proposed 2010611 Budgets

By Donna Jordan

Annual school budget public
hearings have been held in the
past two weeks and voters can,
for the most part, expect to
discuss budgets that are either
level funded or increased at
March Town Meeting.

The only budget which is
looking at any significant
change in the region is North-
umberland, which is attempt-
ing to cut $200,000 from its
budget this year. In Colebrook,
the budget proposed has been
reduced by about $13,000,
while in Clarksville and Pitts-
burg, it has raised slightly.

Clarksville held its public
hearing on Jan. 27 with only
two members of the public at-
tending. The amount of the
budget for 2010 -11 is $526,153,

which is $18,861 higher than
2009-10. The amount of antici-
pated revenue to be raised is
$167,481, or $27,613 less than

area. The 45th Parallel EMS
was created in October 2008
after receiving wide -spread
Town Meeting support that
same year. The service had
previously been managed by
the Upper Connecticut Valley
Hospital, which had announced
that year that they needed to
discontinue operating the ser-
vice and asked that it be main-
tained by a separate entity.
When it was created, the 45th
Parallel EMS was the first re-
gional not for profit ambulance
service in New Hampshire.

For a little over one year,
the 45th Parallel EMS re-
mained headquartered in a
trailer which was on hospital
grounds while committee mem-
bers worked on constructing
their new facility, which is
more centrally located to re-
spond to emergency calls.

Last week, the 45th put out
a notice to all EMS personnel
that help was needed moving
into the new facility and, said
Brown, over a dozen people
showed up to
up the old office which was in
the trailer and Art
Beauchemin, an EMS volun-
teer who is with the Colebrook
Ski-Bees, got the use of an en-
closed snowmobile trailer
which was helpful. We basi-
cally were able to fit all of our

trict held their public budget
hearing on Feb. 1 with just
four members of the public
attending. Total appropria-
tions, including warrant arti-
cles, are $3,198,769, or $19,622
higher than 2009 -2010. In-
creases for the new budget in-
clude $18,780 higher for regu-
lar education and $83,666
higher for transportation,
which includes warrant article
7 in the amount of $87,500 to
purchase a new school bus. The
school board is recommending
replacing the 2001 Interna-
tional 65 passenger bus.

Voters will see a reduction
in costs for the office of the
superintendent (by $6,907), for
the office of the principal (by
$4308), for plant services (by
$27,558) and for debt service
(by $10,500).

Other warrant articles in-
cluding placing $5,000 in the
Tuition Expendable  Trust
Fund, $5,000 in the Facility
Maintenance Fund, $24,599 for
the Collective Bargaining. All
of these figures are included in
the total budget of $3,198,769.

Revenues in Pittsburg are
expected to increase by
$98,397. The 2009-10 revenues
were $845,951 and the 2010 -11
projected revenues are
$944,348. The estimated
amount to be raised by taxes is
$78,775 less than last year.

The Colebrook School Board
held its annual public budget
hearing on Feb. 2, with nine
Colebrook voters attending.
The total recommended appro-
priations for 2010 -11 are
$6,792,417, which is $13,898
less than last year. However,
revenues are down by $4,667,
so the amount to be raised by
local tax is $1,501,879, or
$10,046 less than last year.

Significant cost increases in
the Colebrook line items this
year include
health insurance, special edu-

The estimated amount to be
raised by taxes for the school
district in Colebrook is
$1,501,879, or $10,046 less
than last year, a savings, said
Falconer, of about five cents
per thousand.

This is a $75,026 increase
from last year or a 7.38 percent
increase, which would result in
a $1.16 per thousand dollar tax
increase, which includes local
and state taxes, if passed in
March. This would create a
total school tax rate of $9.98
per thousand.

This figure includes the cost
for general education and food
service, plus $25,000 that
would go into a capital reserve
maintenance trust fund.

This figure includes an in-
crease in tuition of $36,445 for
students attending Groveton,
and an additional alternative
education spot budgeted for
$5,460-totaling $41,905. Pres-
ently the tuition costs for a
high school student is $11,900,
but that will increase to
$13,900 next fall. The present
junior high cost is $12,600 per
student, but in the fall will
change to $13,400.

There is a $6,022 increase in
costs for the School Adminis-
trative Unit (SAU); $7,500 for
a part-time paraprofessional
for Title I; and $18,887 in posi-
tion changes. This equates to a
4.08 percent increase for tui-
tion, and 3.30 percent increase
in SAU and position changes.

Articles on the warrant in
addition to the budget are; to
obtain approval for a 10 -year
AREA Agreement with Grove-
ton to serve Grades 7-12; the
article for $25,000 to be placed
in the Maintenance Expend-
able Trust Fund; and to see if
the town residents would allow
the school board to seek legis-
lation to repeal RSA 273 -A:12-

esses. This article, as is, still
passes salary increases to staff
as opposed to holding salaries
where they are when the dis-
trict can not afford to approve
raises.
