It has been a phenomenal
year for the Helping Hands
organization in Colebrook. Do-
nations of warm clothing and
toys have come in from all over
the state, and just as quickly as
they arrived they were given
away to families from Pittsburg
to Lancaster.

Faced with several hundred
losing their jobs when the
Ethan Allen furniture factory
closed in Beecher falls, Vt., in
June, and coupled with poor
economic conditions which
have left many others without
work or income in the region,
demand for help from the local
organization has increased this

year. The organization started
about five years ago by collect-
ing winter coats, hats, boots,
mittens,
