Two years ago, Tamarack
Energy proposed a biomass
project in Groveton, after the
two mills in Groveton had
closed and some 300-plus peo-
ple were out of work, but the
company withdrew their pro-
posal when it was determined
that the transmission lines
would not be capable of holding
the power it would produce,
and that it would have to shell
out millions of dollars to up-
grade or replace the transmis-
sion lines.

At that time, Mike Harring-
ton of the N.H. Public Utilities
Commission said that he for-
mulated different possible solu-
tions to fix the problem. The
Coos Loop, which runs from
Whitefield to Lost Nation,
Dummer, Berlin and back to
Whitefield is near its capacity
limit. For years it has benefited
this area and produced just
enough electricity to cover the
cost of making it, but if addi-
tional power was transferred
over these lines, the present
equipment would have to be
upgraded or replaced. And if
Groveton or another town in
the area were to have renew-
able energy resources added to
this 115 -kilovolt transmission
system, the extra load would
have to interconnect onto this
loop at some point. He also said
that there is a process called re
-sagging, which is the least
expensive means in upgrading
the lines. It would give an ad-
ditional 100 mw on the line,
which would be sufficient to
accommodate the first renew-
able energy company in the
queue, which will be used by
the Noble Wind project, but if
more energy were produced,
this solution would not work. If
the area needed the lines to
carry an additional 400 -500
mw, it would require that the
lines be rebuilt. About 73 miles
of lines, plus substation up-
grades would be needed. The
cost to the upgrades and con-
struction was estimated at that
time as $210 million. But this
type of upgrade would allow
new generation to interconnect
anywhere on the loop.

A different answer to the
issue of accommodating that
same amount of power, would
be to construct a new 115 -kV
line from Whitefield through
Lost Nation, ending in Dum-
mer, but it would mainly be
located in the portion of the
loop from Whitefield to Dum-
mer. This could allow 400 new
megawatts, and would allow
the transfer of the 100 mw con-
nection from Noble on the ex-
isting line to the new loop.
That would free up 100 mw in
the Dummer to Berlin to

Whitefield portion of the loop
to accommodate new power
there, but it would still require
the same upgrades and new
transmission lines south and
west of Whitefield and would
cost about $170 million.

INITIATES PAYMENT PLAN

On Monday at a regularly
scheduled Northumberland
Selectboard meeting, the board
announced that it is initiating
a new pre-payment tax pro-
gram which would allow tax-
payers to pay their taxes in
increments before it is due.

The money would be held
toward individual tax accounts,
and any tax left unpaid at the
time when the billings nor-
mally go out in June and De-
cember would be billed to the
individual. The board author-
ized Northumberland Town
Clerk Melinda
to accept the pre -payments.

There is also a payment
plan to allow individuals to pay
back taxes, and a payment pro-
gram to assist residents in pay-
ing their water and sewer bills.

As of Wednesday morning,
there were 288 property own-
ers with outstanding back
taxes in the amount of
$714,987.

Kennett said that she sent
out 394 delinquent notices last
weekd taxes, water and sewer
included.

Some property owners are
waiting for their tax returns to
pay their bill with, Kennett
said. She said that she thought
that about $300,000 would be
collected in back taxes by Town
Meeting Day in March.

The town's date on which it
will place leans on the property
is April 21, and two years from
this date, the town can take
the property. The town even
takes mobile homes. Kennett
said many communities do not
take mobile homes, but North-
umberland does.

And if taxes are not paid by
Feb. 2, the town places prop-
erty owners names in the town
report stating what they owe.

The board said it is cancel-
iROWtS [PIENGrpWork pregeam,
which required those being
assisted to work for the town.

In regards to rent, the town
will now allot a renter up to
$125 for a one-week time frame
for a one-bedroom apartment,
and $137.50 per week for a two
-bedroom apartment, but the
renter must have a demand for
rent by the landlord to be eligi-
ble.

The board said that the pay-
ments being given out in only
one week time increments is to
encourage individuals, who
need assistance, to search for
work. Searching for work is one
qualification for being eligible
to receive assistance. The elec-
trical payments will only in-
clude enough funds to maintain
the electric in a household or to
turn the electricity back on,
and fuel assistance will cover a
two-week period. Neither elec-
tricity nor fuel may exceed
$130.

Money for food will be given
to the Groveton Village Store
with which the town has an
agreement with. For one per-
son, the town will assist in the
amount of $50 per week, and
for each additional person in
the household, an additional
$25 will be given. For each ad-
ditional person in the house-
hold after seven people, $26.25
would be given. The town will
assist with the purchase of
medication up to $200, and
other emergency expenses will
have a $50 limit.

Unless otherwise specified,
the total aspigapae ggyen by
the town ends after a four -week
period.
